Each part of the liturgy for Holy Communion has an important part to play in our participation.  
The quadrants below invite you to participate in Holy Communion by reflecting on your life 
through the lens of our liturgy. 

Because we know that God loves us, we trust that 

God forgives us when we fail to love as God loves.  

The Prayer of Confession serves as an invitation for 

us to recognize our sin as we participate in the Holy 

Meal.  Pause for a moment and reflect on your life.  

What sins would you confess before God?  

Are there people that require your forgiveness?  

Do you need to be forgiven by others?  

What steps will you take to practice forgiveness, 

even as you have been forgiven?   

“Christ died for us while we were yet sinners; that 

proves God’s love for us…” The Prayer of Assurance 

is a reminder that, even though we confess our sins, 

it is God’s overwhelming grace that both forgives us, 

and saves us. The good news of our faith is actually 

God’s steadfast love. Let us all practice loving kind-

ness, forgiveness, mercy, and grace, as a way of 

honoring God’s redemption in our lives. 

The Great Thanksgiving is the longest portion of the 

Communion liturgy, and it traces the history of God’s 

amazing grace from the Garden to the ministry of 

Jesus. One of the responses is when we say together 

“Hosanna in the highest!” Take some time to offer 

God thanks. Pray a prayer of thanksgiving that comes 

from the heart and soul. Celebrate the ways that 

God’s faithfulness has touched your life.   

Honor the way in which God provides beyond our 

understanding.   

The 9ǇƛŎƭŜǎƛǎ is a prayer that invokes the Holy Spirit 

to make the bread and cup the Real Presence of 

Christ in our midst. This prayer also invites us to be 

the Body of Christ in the world. Spend some time 

considering how you can serve as Christ’s body and 

presence in your life, your experience, and the  

places that you live, work, and breathe.  

Remembering that we are all part of the Body of 

Christ is a challenge for us to live every moment in 

honor of Christ’s real presence among us.
